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Companions on the

Last year on Maundy Thursday, when the
Altar Guild members stripped the church of
its ornament and decorative linens, some of
us were very surprised to see that we had

been using an ordinary trestle table as an
Altar. This year, thanks to Alan Forrest, we
will see instead, the beautiful Altar that he has
crafted in its place.

Alan is our People’s Warden at the present
time, and was quick to adjust our church
building to Preston’s mobility needs when he
was appointed Rector here. First he built
ramps to access the sanctuary, and then he
turned his attention to the altar. It is the same
width and depth as the old one, but is not as
high and is also on casters so that it can be
moved easily. It is open at the back with
small shelves for service books, and the other
three sides have decorative panels to reflect
the design of the pulpit. It is made of
hardwood taken from pews which were no
longer in use, and the commemorative
plaques from these have been preserved and
placed at the back of the altar. It really is an
item of great beauty and no doubt will give
joy for a very long time.

Alan’s birthplace was Southgate, North
London at Enfield Chase, where the Kings of
England used to hunt and chase. He attended
St George’s School, Harpenden,
Hertfordshire, for junior and senior high
school. This was a Church of England co-ed
boarding school, and the Head Master was an
ordained Priest. Chapel services were held
twice a day. On leaving school, Alan pursued
his education in Electrical Engineering at
Faraday House in London.
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His interest in woodworking was sparked
because of his father’s enthusiasm, but
became a skill when he wanted to make a
Tallboy to match the first bedroom suite he
ever bought, and he decided to take lessons in
cabinet-making.

In 1974 he brought his family to Canada, and
as an employee of the engineering firm
Teshmont, worked on the Nelson River
Project. He continues to work in a consultant
role with the firm and has trips to Mexico,
Germany and the UK planned.

Alan and Gail were married at St. Mary
Magdalene in 1991, and since then he has
become a vestry member and People’s
Warden. He also attended the Alpha
programme with friends at another church,
which he found helpful and strengthening to
his faith. He is currently a member of the
team representing our Parish in discussions
and Bible study regarding potential ministry
in the Sage Creek development. His
knowledge and practical skills have been used
frequently in church maintenance and the
recent upgrades to the facility. We are happy
that he has agreed to be the new Chair of our
Maintenance Committee.

He enjoys classical and chamber music, so
finds this at the WSO concerts as well as the
Manitoba Chamber Music and U of W
Virtuosi Concerts.

Thank you, Alan, for all your participation
and leadership and for joining us in our faith
journey.

o you will shop fair trade for other types of
products when these are available.

e complete a survey

o Kkeep a Participant Journal during the One-
Month Challenge that you will return to
organizers after March 14, 2008.

Fair Trade products are available in our
neighbourhood at Safeway (in the organic
foods section), at the Ten Thousand Villages
store on Plaza Drive, and Aviva Natural
Health Solutions (60 — 166 Meadowood).
You are responsible for purchasing your own
products.

We will be using Fair Trade coffee at the
church.

This is an exciting opportunity for us, as this
is the first time a fair trade campaign of this
scope and size is being tried anywhere in
North America. There is plenty of interest
among fair trade activists in learning from our
successes and mistakes. The surveys will
help them grow the fair trade market in their
communities.

Mothering Sunday

Mothering Sunday is celebrated in the UK on
the fourth Sunday of Lent (March 2 this year)
in honour of Mary, the mother of Jesus, and
all mothers. It is celebrated in a similar
fashion as Mothers Day is celebrated in North
America; and although the origins differ,
people give flowers and gifts to their mothers
to show their love and gratitude towards them.

The history of Mothering Sunday is centuries
old and may relate to a Roman feast
celebrating the mother goddess Cybele, for
which the Christian celebration was
substituted.

In Canada we often have the opportunity to
visit our Mother Church or Cathedral of the
Diocese on that day, as is the case here in
Rupert’s Land, when there will be a service of
the Blessing of Qils, to which we are all
invited. (See Around the Diocese section on
page 8 for details.)

The Altar Guild is planning to serve Simnel
Cake after our morning worship and we look
forward to that. It is a rich fruit cake with
layers of almond paste on top and in the
middle, and is sometimes decorated with
eleven almonds to symbolize the eleven
disciples (Judas excluded). In olden times the
cake was boiled, then baked.

The word Simnel is said to have been derived
from the Latin word “simila” which means a
fine wheat flour. There is also a legend
which says that once a man named Simon and
his wife Nell had an argument over whether
the cake should be boiled or baked.
Ultimately, they did both. So the cake came
to be named after both of them and was
called, “SIM-NELL"! :-)
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Holy Week/Easter Services

Easter Day is so much more meaningful when
we engage intentionally in all the events that
lead up to it. Participating in worship
throughout Holy Week affords an opportunity
for all Christians to walk with Jesus and his
first disciples from the triumphal entry into
Jerusalem on Palm Sunday through the Last
Supper, the Passion and the Resurrection.

Recipe for Jam-Jams

The Ministry of Hospitality is very strong at
St. Mary Magdalene, and the time spent in
fellowship after the service is an important
part of that. The faithful people who make
coffee and tea for us often bring home-made
goodies; and Bea Montgomery is happy to
share a favourite family recipe, which came
from her own mother's collection:

Jam-Jams

Cream together:

1 cupButter

1 cup Brown Sugar
1Egg

1/2 cup Molasses

2 teaspoons Vanilla

Sift together:
3 cups Flour
2 teaspoons Baking Soda
Pinch of Salt

Mix dry ingredients into butter mixture to
make a soft dough. Chill.

Roll the dough thinly and cut with a round
cookie cutter.

Place on baking sheet and bake at 325—350
F for 10—12 minutes.

Sandwich together with Raspberry Jam.

Composting: The Lighter Side

Have you noticed the compost bin at the base
of the ramp by the main entrance? Recycling
organic waste from the parish kitchens is one
facet of Vestry’s commitment to leadership in
ecological stewardship. If you don’t already
compost at home, here are some (slightly
tongue-in-cheek) tips to get you started.

What is compost, really? Essentially, it’s
worm poop—yYyuck!—»but the lowly
earthworm is God’s master recycler, chowing
down on all kinds of organic waste and
turning it back into yummy, nutritious soil
that your trees, flowers and vegetable gardens
will thank you for!

What do worms like to eat? Most kitchen
waste (veggie peels, fruit cores, egg shells,
nut shells, rotten potatoes, etc.); yard waste
(leaves, grass clippings, even weeds if they
haven’t gone to seed) and other household
waste such as dryer lint, fur/hair—even that
nasty science experiment lurking in your
refrigerator. They will; however, turn up
their tiny worm noses at meat, fat, bones,
nuts, dairy products, and rhubarb leaves
(huh?—qgo figure!).

Where? Put your worm restaurant in a sunny
spot close to your garden. In our northern
climate, it can take up to three years for
finished compost, so three bins would be
ideal, but one is better than none! Buy or
build bins that suit your space and budget.
The City of Winnipeg sponsors the sale of
affordable bins and accessories each year in
May. Go to http://www.winnipeg.ca/cao/
media/news/nr_2007/nr_20070523.stm for
general information about the program and
use the contact information listed there to get
this year’s sale date and locations.

escape. No reason your houseplants and
balcony gardens shouldn’t be happy and
healthy, too!

Scam Notice from PWRDF

like to make sure that everyone is aware that
this is a scam. Please note that Primate’s
World Relief and Development Fund never
solicits donations via telemarketing nor does
PWRDF share its direct donor list.

Free Rice—Play to Give!

If you enjoy words—if you enjoy playing
games on the computer—and if you are
someone who would like to help eliminate
world hunger, then you might want to check
out this site: http://freerice.com/

For each answer you get right, currently 20
grains of rice are donated to the United
Nations World Food Program. Click on
“Totals” to see the impressive amounts
donated thus far - 252,053,160 grains of rice
on just one day (December 3) for example.
Since the site’s inception on October 7, 2007,
16,978,230,250 grains (about 600,000
pounds) of rice has been donated. The
advertising, which pays for this “free” rice,
is unobtrusive, at least for now.

Free Rice sets your approximate level with
the first few words. Get the first four words
right, and you'll start with a vocabulary level
of 40. From there, you advance one level for
every three correct answers in a row, but you
drop one level for every wrong answer.
Intelligent guessing is definitely helpful.

Fair Trade:
A Globalization Journey

This story illustrates how real people are
affected by globalization and free trade,
resulting all too often in poverty. The story
of one family is the story of many.

For generations, Domingo and Lara Lima’s
families have been farmers in the southern
state of Chiapas, Mexico. As part of the
communal landholding system, they
cultivated maize (corn), a staple crop in
Mexico that carries deep significance in the
Mayan culture. But they don’t farm anymore.

The North American Free Trade Agreement
(NAFTA) has shattered the lives of the Lima
family. It dismantled Mexico’s communal
landholding system to allow for land
privatization. NAFTA also accelerated the
removal of tariffs on corn and forced the
elimination of price controls, programs that
support small farmers, and subsidies on basic
food items like corn and beans. These free
trade measures have resulted in the dumping
of cheap US corn, wiping out the Mexican
competition and increasing the price of
tortillas by 350% in just four years. Cheap
US imports have destroyed the Limas’
livelihood. Domingo, Lara and their children
were forced to leave their homeland in
Chiapas and migrate ¥ becoming a new kind
of economic refugee produced by free trade
and economic globalization.

The family is separated for the first time in
their lives. The younger children stay with
Lara’s mother; Lara travels to central Mexico
where she processes tomatoes and iceberg
lettuce for US and Canadian consumption.

Their eldest son, Gabriel, travels to the border
city of Ciudad Juarez and risks dangerous
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conditions of increased militarization and
exposure to extreme heat, cold and
dehydration to enter the US. Once in the US,
Gabriel is poorly paid as a farm worker,
living in harsh conditions that include
pesticide exposure. Whenever he can, he
sends money back to his grandmother to help
raise his siblings.

Domingo travels to Mexico City, staying on
the floor of a distant relative’s house while
waiting for his application for a temporary
work permit to Canada to go through. Once
he is accepted and signs a contract with one
farm, Domingo’s options for movement in
Canada are limited, thus locking in his future
before knowing if he will be abused or
dissatisfied. He pays taxes to Canada yet is
unable to access many government services
such as Employment Insurance. Domingo is
a second-class citizen in Canada. He endures
harsh working conditions picking tomatoes in
Southern Ontario, because he has no other
way to guarantee his family’s survival. He
has begun the difficult process of becoming
an immigrant to Canada.

Without a National Poverty Reduction
Strategy, even as new immigrant Domingo
will bear the brunt of poverty in Canada,
likely to be inadequately housed and unable
to afford what many Canadians consider
essentials.

Domingo, Lara and Gabriel’s stories are far
too common. Free trade laws and economic
globalization have helped to create an
underclass of citizens and workers without
legal status. Our government must sign the
United Nations International Convention on
the Protection of the Rights of all Migrant
Workers and members of their Families. The
path to the fulfillment of these rights starts
with the development and implementation of
a national poverty reduction strategy that
includes everyone.
